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Applies to all Jr. High Classes

1. Make-ups/Test Corrections:  Usually, there are no retests after a chapter test is given.  However, all students may make corrections on ONE test per quarter, no matter what the score, to earn back up to half of the points.  On any and all tests with a score of 86% or below, students may do test corrections, earning a max score of 90%.  

2. All test corrections must be done properly; if, they are to be graded.
3. Proper test corrections include:
a. Question written out completely
b. Correct answer written out completely
c. Essays completely rewritten
d. Page number or source of information (i.e. worksheet; pg 37; Aug 30, 2012 notes; etc.)
e. Parent signature 
f. Corrections turned in the day after the test is returned.  
Note 1:  Even if you only need to do two corrections to get your score up to a 90%, you must do ALL questions for your test to be re-graded.
Note 2:  If you only missed 1 point on an essay, you are still required to re-write the whole thing and fix it to make it better!!!
4. Students should take advantage of extra credit opportunities and coming in for help during their study periods or at the end of class.

5. Geography tests will have a make-up opportunity if a test is below a 76% and the student returns the test to Mrs. Neff with a parent's signature the next day.  Make-ups must be taken care of during study period and within one week of the test being returned.  There are NO test corrections on a Geography test. 
6. English Vocab Tests will have NO corrections or retakes.
